SCC Child Protection and Vulnerable Adult Policy Statement
· SCC promotes the health and welfare of children by providing opportunities for them to take part in cricket safely.

· Subject to club resources SCC promotes the health and welfare of vulnerable adults by providing opportunities for them to take part in cricket safely.

· SCC coaches and members should respect and promote the rights, wishes and feelings of children and vulnerable adults.

· SCC implements appropriate procedures to safeguard the well-being of children and vulnerable adults and protect them from abuse.

· SCC ensures a Junior Player Consent form is completed for every player under the age of 16 prior to the participation in practice or fixtures.

· SCC recruits, trains and supports its members, to adopt best practice to safeguard and protect children and vulnerable adults from abuse, and to minimise the risk to themselves.

· All members are required to adopt and abide by these procedures.

· SCC will respond to any allegations of misconduct or abuse to any member in line with this policy, as well as implementing, where appropriate, the relevant disciplinary and appeals procedure.

· The SCC Committee will review and evaluate this policy on a regular basis.
