SCC Code of Conduct Statement
As a member of Strathearn Cricket Club all members, both senior and junior are agreeing to abide by the following guidelines:

1. Coaches and fellow players should be respected at all times.

2. Umpires and their decisions should be respected at all times.

3. Any inappropriate language or gestures aimed at officials or opposing players, senior or junior, will not be tolerated.

4. The abuse of cricket equipment, clothing, ground equipment, fixtures or fittings will not be tolerated.

5. Excessive appealing will not be tolerated.

6. Any behaviour deemed to be on contradiction to the club’s policy protecting Children and Vulnerable Adults, will not be tolerated and reported incidents will, be reported to Committee by the CPO and dealt with as appropriate.

7. Any other breach of rules, conduct or accepted etiquette will be dealt with by the committee, under the Cricket Scotland guidelines to ‘Offences and Penalties’ and may result in some form of reprimand or suspension. Repeat offences will be looked upon in a more serious light.
